Getting Back to My Passions

Music has always been a "big thing" in my life.
Indeed, | was fortunate enough, during my high-school days,
to see and hear a few top rock-and-roll bands. Alas, after
those high-school days ended, | pretty much gave-up on see-
ing live concerts, as | buckled down to the rather grim task of
preparing to work for the rest of my life.

Years passed, until one day | received a phone call
from my younger sister Patti Cicchese, offering me free tick-
ets to attend a concert. This marked my return to listening to
live music.

It wasn't very long after this concert that | made my
Cursillo, and, in short order, | soon found myself playing and
singing music before large congregations. This was a "learn-
ing curve" thing for me, because | knew very little about
sacred music; | had always been a rock-and-roll "closet”
musician, never playing in front of a lot of people. Looking
back, | can now remember my sister telling me a long time
ago that | should be playing over at her parish. "Who, me?
Yeah! Right!"

A little over five years ago, some Cursillistas asked
me if | would help them with Latino music, in order to assist
them in their efforts to help resurrect the Spanish-speaking
Cursillo Movement in the Twin Cities. | answered yes, and
since then | have worked a couple of other Spanish-speaking
Cursillos as well. And, after that, | was asked to play and sing
in Spanish with some very talented people every weekend at
mass at St. Odilia in Shoreview. [I've learned some new
music styles there, thanks to my friends, all of whom have
been very supportive of me. And, since then, there have
been times when | have played and sung with the English-
speaking ensembles at that same parish as well.

| used to wonder why | took Spanish in high school to
fulfill my foreign-language requirement; well, | think | have
since found out why. | don't remember too much Spanish
myself, but the Spanish-speaking people | have come to
know appreciate that | try to speak, sing, and play in their
native language. Over the years, | have become friends with
many of them, and | really feel a closeness to the Latino
community. My love of their music has since led me to travel
all about the Midwest, especially when | served as head of
the Music section on the Twin Cities Cursillo Secretariat. In
attending regional Cursillo meetings as a representative from
the Twin Cities Cursillo Movement, | have often found myself
surrounded by people who do not speak much English-- if
any at all.

Recently, | talked with my friend Paul Campion, and
he strongly urged me to follow my passions. What gives me
goosebumps about this advice is that Paul himself is not
familiar with much Latino music, and had no idea that | had
been pondering the idea of producing some Latino music!

More interesting still, shortly after our conversation
Paul moved to Honduras, to work in an orphanage there for a
year. Not long after his departure, | met a young musician
named Mike, who had just returned from the same orphan-
age in Honduras! And more uncannily still, another friend of
mine, Dr. Peter Daly, travels--along with his wife Lulu and
their children--to that same orphanage yearly, to donate his
surgical skills to help the people there! We all know each
other! What is it that Cursillistas always say about coinci-
dences?

So all this got me to thinking that it sure would be
wonderful to go down there after the first of the year to see
how | could help out, even if for only a couple of weeks. |
think about scripture often and wonder how | could just drop
everything, shake the dust off my feet, and walk away to do
something like this, just as the original Apostles did, and
these modern-day apostles | know are now doing. It is daunt-
ing to think of all the loose ends | would have to tie-up here at
home before | could do so, but these friends show me that it
can be done.

As a music minister, "the beat goes on." Last year |
started playing another instrument that | always enjoyed lis-
tening to, hearkening back to my high-school days: the bass
guitar. | agonized a bit, wondering if | should invest money in
such equipment one does not often associate with church
music. But one of my Groupies told me | had to--end of dis-
cussion! Something is happening here. While 1 still play gui-
tar about 90% of the time, | have been asked to play bass in
several church environments.

Our new pastor at Holy Spirit Parish in St. Paul is due
to arrive soon. We have a new expanded facility, for which |
have high hopes. Not too long ago, | was approached by
some people from the parish who asked if | would help-out
with something new they are hoping to try later this year, to
help increase the spirituality of the entire parish, young and
old alike. I am not sure what I'll be playing and singing or
what the outcome will be, but with my newfound apostolic
zeal, I'm ready for whatever comes: | love music!
